	 RUBBISH DUMP relocation

➊	 �The Cambodian Government 
is building a brand new rubbish 
processing plant in Phnom Penh and 
shutting down the existing dump. 
Thousands of Cambodians live and 
rely on this dump for a meager 
income sifting through waste for 
items to sell. Our team will provide 
micro-finance and assist families  
to relocate and construct their  
own home.

	 REFUGEE MEDICAL CLINIC

➋	� For generations the Karen people 
have been refugees on the Thai/
Myanmar border. Our team of 
medical staff will operate a mobile 
medical centre in a refugee camp 
south of Chaing-Mai. It will provide 
an opportunity for refugees to access 
basic first aid and much needed 
medical attention, plus provide  
on-going finance to guarantee its  
future existence.

	 ICC Children’s VILLAGE

➌ 	�North east of Phnom Penh lies the 
ICC Children’s Village. Situated on 
25 hectares the orphanage currently 
has over 90 children in its care. Not 
only caring for orphans, its extended 
education programmes means it is 
changing the lives of entire families 
in extreme poverty. Our team will 
teach in the orphanage, surrounding 
community and renovate existing 
buildings at the site.

	 PHAO HOUSE OF DREAMS

➍ 	�Phao House of Dreams is situated 
in Chaing-Mai. The centre is a safe 
house for young girls at risk of being 
swallowed up in the sex slave industry 
and currently has over 100 girls in its 
care. Our team will teach at this site, 
and also contribute micro-finance 
and help to construct homes for 
destitute families in the area.
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
